Answer: c. 19 people.

b. False 

Answer: b. False. Self-employed people can optionally choose health insurance, but they must handle the high costs themselves.

4. More than 50% of free clinic patients work at least one job and many work two. (According to a March/April 2005 issue of North Carolina Medical Journal):

b. False 

Answer: a. True. They work for low wages or their employers don’t offer health insurance.

5. What percentage of the Hispanic population in North Carolina are not insured?

Answer: c. 50 percent.

Answer: b. False. It costs much more to treat people in emergency rooms.

8. North Carolina is what rank nationally regarding infant mortality, an indicator of the quality of healthcare access (according to panelists in the HealthWise program)? 

a. 10th in the nation where 9 other states have fewer infant mortality cases.

b. 27th where 26 other states have fewer infant mortality cases.

Answer: c. 19 other states show that people in their states live longer than people in North Carolina.

10.  North Carolina counties cannot do anything without the Federal government to improve access to healthcare.

b. False 

Answer: b. False. One North Carolina county started Project Access and got agreement from all its physicians to accept 10 to 20 underinsured or uninsured patients without Federal mandates. The number of people who had access to healthcare rose from 78% to 93%.
